If it's not there, try JerseyCat to see if another area library
owns a copy. If all else fails, go back to Reader Advisory and click on
“available online” This will open up the Bloomfield Public Library Elec-
tronics Books Resource. Here you will find numerous links to classics in
the public domain that can be read online from sites like the Gutenberg
Project. Along with popular novels like Jane Eyre or The Red Badge
of Courage, you will find links to plays like Hedda Gabler or Romeo
and Juliet, poetry like Milton’s Paradise Lost, Tennyson’'s Idylls of
the King, or Blake’'s Songs of Innocence and Experience, Homer'’s
Odyssey or lliad, Thoreau's Walden, Emily Post's Etiquette or the
King James translation of the Bible. Some can be downloaded free of
charge to your home computer.
